ANNUAL TOWN MEETING
MARCH 3, 2007
Minutes

The annual meeting of the Town of Panton was called to order at 10:02 a.m. Saturday,
March 3, 2007, by Bill Clark who also led the Pledge of Allegiance.

ARTICLE 1. To elect all Town Officers as required by law:
Moderator for a term of one (1) vear ~ Bill Clark was nominated by Dean Jackson. Marlene

Bedard moved that nominations cease and the Clerk cast one ballot for Bill Clark, seconded by
Dr. Luginbuhl. So voted by voice vote.

Selectperson for_a term of two (2) years = Lynn Donnelly was nominated by Marlene Bedard,
Rejean LaFleche was nominated by Chris Cook and David Raphael was nominated by Louise
Giovanella. The Moderator called for a paper ballot vote and the results were: Rejean LaFleche
17 votes, Lynn Donnelly 15 votes and David Raphael 11 votes. The Moderator declared the
winner to be Rejean LaFleche.

To approve a budget to meet the expenses and liabilities of the Town of Panton
for the 12 month fiscal year and to authorize the Selectboard to set a tax rate
sufficient to provide same. The budget was accepted and the Selectboard was authorized to
set a tax rate by voice vote. Discussion on why an additional person was being added to the
highway department and the Board explained that it is dangerous to have only one person
operating heavy equipment and that it was only a matter of time before the State would
mandate the addition of another person. Joe Kuhn expressed dismay t hat town expenses are
going up every year and believes that the small towns should share a town manager to better
handle day-to-day operations and plan for the future. Bob Moulton mentioned that our roads
and culverts are in bad shape and it would be diffi cult for one highway person to maintain the
current work load and perform all the needed repairs. Ann Sullivan advised that Hopkins Road
will be the priority in 2007, and anticipates that it will receive a new base and the old culverts
will be replaced. She added that in a few years it may be more cost effective to pave it rather
than keep it dirt. She also advised that Panton has not received grant money from the State of
Vermont as we are not improving our roads nor did we have surveys of our culverts and roads.
The surveys have been completed and it is expected that consequently Panton will receive
money in 2007. Jan Moulton added that the grant application paperwork has increased from
two (2) pages to (17) seventeen pages.

The Basic Law of Town Meetings:

Town Meeting is the one time of year when voters are in charge; Select Boards and other town
officials get their marching orders on appropriations and policy. If you don{t go to Town Meeting, you
canftbeef about what goes on during the rest of the year. Some people go to Town Meeting and
leave in frustration. They donft understand the basic rules of parliamentary procedure, and may be
embarrassed to ask how to frame a motion, make an amendment, or ask f or a paper ballot vote on
a question. Town meetings in Vermont are governed by Robert[s Rules of Order as amended by
several state laws. Robertls Rules of Order is published in various editions. Remember to bring your
copy to Town Meeting, and don{]t hesitae to use it to raise issues of procedure with the moderator.

Basic Parliamentary Motions:

The Main Motion = used to convert articles as they appear on the warning into proposals the
assembly can consider, perhaps, amend, and vote on. A voter recognized by the moderator might
say, move the town appropriate $120,000 for highways.” The main motion requires a second, and
is then ready for debate.

The Amendment = propose to change the main motion. In the above example, a voter might say, 1
move to amend the main motion to read $100,000 for highways.” After being seconded, debate on

the motion shifts to the amendment. When debate is over, the moderator will put the amendment to
a vote. If it passes and there are no other motions, the main motion as amended is voted on.

Point of Order/Appeal ~ If you don{t understand a ruling of the moderator, speak up, saying [Point of
order, Mr. (or Ms.) Moderator.” After the moderator recognizes you, ask your question. If you
disagree with the moderator{s ruling, you mayappeal his or her decision. The moderator is obliged
to ask the assembly, [$hall the moderator{s decision be sustained?” If a majority of voters sat [fo,”
the ruling is overturned.

Passover © Sometimes voters don{t want to vote yes” or [A0” on an article; they would prefer to not
cote on the article (main motion) at all. Traditional Vermont Town Meeting practice calls this a
motion to pass over; Robert{s Rules treat this as two motions. If offered before a main motion is
made, it is a motion to object to consideration of the question, and it takes a two -thirds vote of those
present and voting. If offered after a main motion is made it is a motion to postpone indefinitely and
only a simple majority is required.

Reconsideration and Validation © Required if the voters wish to take another look at an article
already voted on at Town Meeting. By Vermont law, this has to happen at a separate meeting from
the one where the original vote was taken, if the assembly has finish its work on the article and
begun work on another. Validation allows for smoothing over procedural problems in the warning or
the conduct of the election.

Adjourn * Voters at Town Meeting may make a motion to adjourn at any time; a simple majority is
required to pass the motion.

Voting ~ Three methods are used at Town Meeting. Voice vote; the moderator asks those in favor to
say [@ye” and then those opposed to say [@o,”. Show of hands and if seven or more voters disagree
they may call for a paper ballot.

Non-Voters at Town Meeting ~ Non-voters do not have a right to participate in Town Meeting ; only if
no voters object may they speak. If a voter does object, the moderator will call for a vote on the

guestion, and a two-thirds vote will be required to permit the non -voter to speak.

For the year ending December 31, 2007

The Vergennes Area Rescue Squad, Inc. would like to thank the
individuals, other emergency organizations, towns and businesses that have
given us valuable support over the past years. Vergennes Rescue serves seven
towns and responds to several others for mutual aid. We responded to 805
emergencies in 2007.

Vergennes Rescue continues to improve patient care with new training
and continuing education classes for our members. We offer CPR classes
several times each year to train new members and the public in basic life support
techniques. We continue to provide community outreach programs that provide
education in child safety. We have three certified technicians, Chuck Welch,
Hilda Tallman, and Beth Bearor who inspect car seats on request. We also sell
new car seats to families with car seats that do not pass inspection. In
November of 2007 we started Safe Kids Addison County. Safe Kids is a
worldwide organization geared to prevent childhood accidental injuries. Safe
Kids Addison County is the second chapter in the State of Vermont.

We take pride in working with our community and the local first response
organizations, Ferrisburgh, Town Line, Monkton and New Haven First Response.
These organizations respond with us to provide care before the ambulance
arrives. These groups are a valuable asset to the emergency care process. We
work with local fire departments, police and public service agencies to provide
support when requested.

Vergennes Rescue provides several scholarships each year to area high
school seniors pursuing education in emergency service education.

Vergennes Rescue is a nonprofit, primarily volunteer organization. We do
bill for services to provide funding for our operations. We offer a subscription
program to cover people without insurance. We respond to all requests for
assistance regardless of your ability to pay.

Please remember to identify your home or business with the correct 911
addresses so emergency services can locate you during an emergency.

We encourage citizens to become involved in local emergency service

organizations. Volunteers are the backbone of our service and we depend on
them to provide and donate valuable time and service. If you are interested in

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TRAFFIC ORDINANCE
Town of Panton, Vermont

Pursuant to the provision of Title 23, Vermont Statutes Annotated, Section 1007 and 1008, and Title
24, Vermont Statutes Annotated Sections 1971 and 2291 (1)(4) and (5), and such other general
enactments as may be material hereto, it is hereby ordained by the Board of Selectmen of the Town
of Panton that the following Traffic Ordinance is adopted for the Town of Panton, Vermont.
ARTICLE I. Definitions

The definitions of Title 23, Vermont Statutes Annotated, Section 4 are incorporated by reference.
ARTICLE II. Scope

The ordinance established special traffic regulations on public highways within the Town of Panton.

ARTICLE Ill. Traffic Control Devices

A. It shall be unlawful for any person to disobey the direction of a traffic control device except in
response to the direction of a law enforcement officer.

B. It shall be unlawful for any person to intentionally remove, injure, obstruct, deface, alter or
tamper with any traffic control device.

C. It shall be unlawful for any person to install any sign or device, which may resemble or be
mistaken for an official traffic control device, without prior approval of the Town of Panton Board
of Selectmen.

ARTICLE IV. Speed Regulations

Based on traffic studies, the following speed limits are hereby established.

T.H.#1 Panton Road, Pease Road, Lake Road: A maximum speed of 40 M.P.H. for its
entire length.

T.H.#3 Basin Harbor Road; A maximum speed of 40 M.P.H. to the Ferrisburgh town line .53
miles.

T.H.#4 Jersey Street; A maximum speed of 40 M.P.H. from the intersection of Jersey Street
and Button Bay Road, southwesterly to the intersection of Pease Road, then a
maximum speed of 35 M.P.H. for the remainder of the | ength of Jersey Street.

T.H.#5 Hopkins Road; A maximum speed of 35 M.P.H. southwesterly 1.51 miles to the
intersection of East Road, then 40 M.P.H. easterly 1.09 miles.

T.H.#6 Arnolds Bay Road; A maximum speed of 40 M.P.H. from the northern end of Arnolds
Bay Road extending a distance of 0.60 miles to the intersection of Adams Ferry Road,
then 40 M.P.H. southerly to the intersection of Lake Road and Pease Road.

T.H.#7 Arnolds Point Road; A maximum speed of 10 M.P.H. for its entire length.

T.H.#8 Adams Ferry Road; A maximum speed of 35 M.P.H. for its entire length.

T.H.#9 Jersey Street (North); A maximum speed of 40 M.P.H. southwesterly 0.33 miles to

T.H.#18 Jackson Road; A maximum speed of 35 M.P.H. for its entire length.

ARTICLE VI.

A.

General Provisions

Offenses: Each violation of a provision of this ordinance shall be deemed a
separate offense.

Penalties: The provisions of this ordinance shall be cumulative to the fullest extent
permitted by law with respect to all other statutes or ordinances now or hereafter
adopted regardless of their order of passage or enactment.

Severability: The provisions of this ordinance are declared to be severable and if
any provision hereof be adjudged invalid such judgment shall not affect the validity
of any other provision.

Designation: This ordinance may be referred to as the Panton Traffic Ordinance and
in a prosecution hereunder, a copy of such ordinance, certified by the Town Clerk
shall be prima facie evidence thereof. An allegation that the act constituting the
offense charged is contrary to a specified provision of this ordinance shall be
sufficient reference hereto.

Independent and shall be filed with the Panton Town Clerk.

Ordinance for the Control of Dogs

Purpose

Pursuant to the authority of Title 20 VSA 3549, the Town of Panton Selectboard
hereby enact the following ordinance for the control of dogs within the town of
Panton.

Restrictions

No person shall allow a dog to run at large in an ncontrolled manner” within the
limits of the Town of Panton. An [dncontrolled manner” shall mean a dog, which is
not (1) on a leash, (2) on or within a vehicle, (3) on the property of the owner.

All dogs within the town limits of Panton shall be registered and have valid tags
attached by a collar indicating such.

All dogs within the town limits of Panton shall have received rabies vaccination prior
to registration, and upon registration a certificate from the veterinarian shall be
presented to the Town Clerk stating such.

Any dog(s) causing a disturbance such as excessive barking as to the disturb the
public peace will be considered a public nuisance, and the owner will be liable for
prosecution under the penalties prescribed in this ordinance.

Enforcement

The Panton Selectboard or Constable shall have overall responsibility to see that the
ordinance is enforced.

The Panton Selectboard shall have the authority to appoint a dog warden, and such
assistance as the Selectboard feel necessary.

The Panton Selectboard or Dog Warden and assistant, when appointed shall be
responsible for the enforcement of the ordinance.

Impounding Procedure

The Selectboard, Dog Warden and assistants, or the Town Constable may impound
any dog found in violation of this ordinance at the most accessible pound, and shall
also upon complaint, impound any dogs found in violation of this ordinance at the
most accessible pound.

Upon delivery to the pound, the pound will notify the dog{ls owner if the dog is
licensed. The dog shall be held for three (3) days after the owner is notified.

If the dog is unlicensed; the pound will still hold the dog for three (3) days.
If the owner does not claim the dog; the dog shall be given to whoever pays the fees,

the rabies shots and licensing fees. If no one shall desire the dog, the dog shall be
humanely destroyed and the owner, if known, shall pay the fees.

Section 5. Fees

A. Each person claiming a dog from the pound shall pay to the Town of Panton t he sum of
$50.00 for the first offense, $100.00 for the second offense and $200.00 for each
offense thereafter to a maximum of $500. Any dog owner having at least 24 months
pass since the last offense shall be assessed fees as having no prior violation und er
this ordinance. In addition to the aforementioned fines, the owner shall also pay all
pound keeper{s charges before the dog is released.

Section 6. Penalties
A. Under t he authority of the Town Ordinance for the Control of Dogs, any dog owner in

violation of Section 2, Restrictions, shall be fined not more than $100.00 for each
offense.

No Parking Ordinance

We, the Selectmen of the Town of Panton, Ver mont, pursuant to the laws of the State of Vermont, do
hereby make and enact the following ordinance as to no parking at Arnold{js Bay Beach for the purpose
of preserving and protecting the public use of Arnoldfs Bay Beach for access to Lake Champlain.

Article I. Definitions

1. Arnoldfs Bay Beach as used in this ordinance means that parcel of land bounded westerly by
Lake Champlain, southerly by lands now or formerly of Lowenstein, easterly by Lake Street
(Town Highway 6), and northerly by lands now or form erly of Grover.

2. [Park” or [parking” is the stopping or standing of a motor vehicle, whether occupied or
unoccupied, attended or unattended, otherwise, than temporarily for the purpose and while
actually engaged in loading or unloading persons or property.

3. [Motor vehicle” shall include all vehicles propelled or drawn by power.

4. The definitions set forth in Title 23, Vermont Statutes Annotated, are incorporated herein by
reference.

Article Il. Prohibition

1. It shall be unlawful for any person to park any motor vehicle at Arnold{s Bay Beach.

2. It shall be unlawful for any person to park any boat or trailer at Arnold{s Bay Beach.

Article lll. Removal and Storage

1. Any enforcement officer is authorized to remove any motor vehicle, boat or trailer parked in
violation of this ordinance to a garage or any other place of safety.

2. The owner of such motor vehicle, boat or trailer shall be required to pay a towing charge in the
amount of $25.00 and storage charges of Two Dollars ($2.00) per day to the custodian of su ch
motor vehicle, boat or trailer. Such towing charges and storage charges shall be a lien against
such motor vehicle, boat or trailer.

Article IV. Penalties
The violation of this ordinance shall be a misdemeanor. A person who violates any provision of this

ordinance shall be fined not less than Twenty-Five Dollars ($25.00) nor more than Five Hundred
Dollars ($500.00) for each violation.

1. This ordinance shall become effective sixty (60) days after the date of its adoption by the
Selectmen of the Town of Panton, except as provided herein below.

2. A petition for a vote on the question of disapproving this ordinance may be submitted by not
less than five (5) percent of the qualified voters of the Town of Panton to the Selectmen or
Town Clerk of Panton within forty-four (44) days following the date of its adoption by the
Selectmen. The Selectmen will then warn a special meeting within sixty (days) of the receipt of
the petition, or include an article in the warning for the next annual meeting if it falls within the
sixty (60) day period to determine whether the voters will disapprove this ordinance. If such a
petition is duly submitted, this ordinance shall become effective at the later of the conclusion of
the meeting, or the date specified in paragraph 1 herein above, unless a majority of the
qualified voters voting on the question at the meeting vote to disapprove this ordinance in which
event it shall not take effect.

Street Naming & Street Addressing Ordinance

Section |: Statement of Purpose

In accordance with 24 V.S.A. 2291(16) and V.S.A. 24-4421, The Selectboard of the
Town of Panton hereby establish the following ordinance in order to establish a more
uniform road naming and road addressing system throughout the Town of Panton to
enable people to locate addresses effectively for providing emergency services and
deliveries.

Section |I: Street Naming

Each street or road both public and private shall be assigned a name that is separate
and distinct from any previously assigned road name in the Town of Panton.

This will be first be done by the E-911 Committee and after public input with final
approval by the Panton Selectboard.

In the future, all new development must conform to the guidelines established in the
ordinance.

Section lll: General Numbering System Guidelines

All roads, public and private shall be measured in increments of 5.28 feet from a
designated starting point, usually that end of the road nearest the intersection of a larger
(traffic volume) road. Odd numbers (addresses) shall be assigned to the left side of all
roads and even numbers to the right side.

All numbers shall be assigned in relation to the center of the driveway. In some
instances, the center of the structure could be used as the point of numbering. All
numbers shall be properly affixed on or near the front entrance visible from the street.
The numbers must be legible figures not less than 2 inches high, and in a color
contrasting to the background. If the house/structure is not visible from the road it will
require a number placed at the driveway which is visible from the road. If it is necessary
to place the house number beside the driveway it must be at least 5 feet above ground
level to ensure visibility in winter.

The homeowner is responsible for the numbers on the house. Numbers (addressing)
shall be reserved for future growth within the community.

A multiple unit structure composed of two (2) or more units shall bear one (1) number for
the principle building and each unit within the structure shall be affixed with a
letter/number suffix.

Section IV: Future Development

Prior to the issuance of a zoning permit, a developer shall fumish a plan for a street
naming and numbering system in accordance with this ordinance to the Selectboard.

Section V: Street Signs

The Selectboard shall, upon adoption of this ordinance, shall institute a program for the
installation and maintenance of street signs in accordance with the names established
by this ordinance.

All signs shall conform to the standards set forth in the Manual on Uniform Traffic
Control Devices for streets and highways.

Section VI: Public Notice and Implementation

The Selectboard of the Town of Panton shall make reasonable effort to ensure that the
public is notified of the existence of the Ordinance for Street Naming and Street
Addressing.

The Town shall ensure through cooperative efforts with the Post Office, that each
property owner is notified of their new address.

This Ordinance is hereby adopted by the Selectboard of the Town of Panton on this
day of , 1997 and shall, unless a petition is filed as provided by law, become
effective upon expiration of sixty (60) days after said date.

Section VII: Severability

If any portion of this Ordinance and Amendments is held unconstitutional or invalid by a
court of competent jurisdiction, the remainder of this ordinance shall not be affected.

Twenty-five applications were received and processed during the calendar year, including five
reguests which required hearings before the Town[S Devel opment Review Board for subdivision and
conditional -use approvals, and an appeal of the issuance of a permit. The Board convened seven
hearings on these issues in the course of the calendar year.

During the period from 1 January 2007 through 31 December 2007, eighteen zoning permits were
issued. The direct costs associated with the Townls zoning and planning administration involved a
total invoiced cost of $4,236.69 in man-hours and expenses for the Administrative Officer(s services,
charged against a total of $2,040.00 in permit application fees that were assessed and collected,
resulting in anet cost of $2,196.69 for the calendar year.
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These figures do not include the costs incurred in warning and convening hearings before the
Planning Commission and the Board of Adjustment, nor the fees for applications to t he Board for
hearings, nor do they include attorneys[ fees, when and if the Town elects to retain their services (as,

for instance, to pursue litigation in zoning violation cases). For a complete summary of the TownIs

officially-posted zoning and planning administration costs, please refer to the Treasurer(s Report on
the General Fund in the Annual Report.

The TownIs jurisdiction over the design and installation of wastewater disposa systems associated

with property developments within the boundaries of the Town was terminated on 1 July 2007, when
the provisions of Act 133 went into full effect, superseding the TownIS sewage ordinance.

Supervision and approval of all such disposa systems is now invested in the Agency of Natural
Resources (ANR) of the Statels Department of Environmental Conservation. State -issued permits
are now required for al newly-installed septic systems, improved or expanded systems, and
replacement systems, all of which must be designed and certified by licensed designers and/or

professional engineers.

Two appeads of decisions by the Development Review Board have been filed, and will be going
before the Environmental Court for adjudication, but the Town[S appearances in these cases - as of
the time of this report - have not yet been schedul ed.

A newly created program, the Vermont Spay Neuter Incentive Program (VSNIP) will
enable income eligible people that provide care for cats and dogs to receive financial
assistance in which to have these animals neutered and vaccinated.

Vermont has a surplus animal population that forces the euthanasia of otherwise healthy,
adoptable companion animals. According to the latest available statistics, nearly 4,000
animals were euthanised in one year, due in part to this problematic situation.

Recognizing that the price of sterilization surgery is cost prohibitive for low-income
households, a legislative solution was sought. A plan similar to the successful assistance
program of New Hampshire, where humane shelters recognized a 75% drop in their
euthanasia rate after ten years of operation, was drafted. It passed the legislature with
overwhelming support from humane societies, veterinarians, and voters. VSNIP began
servicing the public in May of 2006.

A yearly $2.00 charge to the registration fee for dog licenses supports this program. This
modest increase creates a designated fund allowing those on social assistance programs,
such as SSI, food stamps, Section 8, Medicaid, etc., to obtain financial assistance for
these important procedures. The associated costs for vaccinations and surgery are reduced
at the participating offices, and the fees are paid to the veterinarians through the
designated fund. Clients are responsible for a $10.00 co-payment for each animal. To
date, over seventy offices have joined this visionary program, representing the majority
of veterinarians that provide care for companion animals.

VSNIP is under the directive of the VT Agency of Agriculture, Food and Markets and
administered by VT Volunteer Services for Animals Humane Society.



DOG AND WOLF-HYBRID OWNERS

Dog licensing is an ANNUAL event. Dogs more than 6 months of age may be licensed any time
after January 1 of a calendar year, but must be licensed no later than April 1* of the same year
in order to avoid the additional 50% fee assessment. If a dog reaches 6 months of age after
April 1* the owner has within 30 days to apply for a license; after October 1 * the fee is reduced
by half.

Before obtaining a license for a dog or wolf-hybrid six months of age or older, a current rabies
vaccination certificate must be filed with the Town Clerk. A current vaccination means:

* Within 12 months on dogs under two years of age
* Within 36 months on dogs over two years of age

No person shall allow a dog to run at large in an ncontrolled manner “ within the limits of the
Town of Panton. An ncontrolled manner” shall mean a dog, which is not (1) on a leash, (2) on
or within a vehicle, (3) on the property of the owner.

All dogs within the town limits of Panton shall be registered and have valid tags attached by a
collar indicating such.

Any dog or wolf-hybrid causing a disturbance such as excessive barking as to disturb the public
peace will be considered a public nuisance, and the owner will be liable for prosecution under
the penalties prescribed in the Panton Dog Ordinance (copy on file in Town Clerk{s office)

Any dog or wolf-hybrid found to be running at large shall be delivered to the pound. T he pound
will notify the dog or wolf-hybrid{s owner if the dog is licensed. The dog or wolf-hybrid shall be
held for three (3) days after the owner is notified. If the dog is unlicensed; the pound will still hold
the dog or wolf-hybrid for three (3) days. If the owner does not claim the dog or wolf-hybrid, it
shall be given to whoever pays the fees, the rabies shots and licensing fees. If no one shall
desire the dog or wolf-hybrid it shall be humanely destroyed and the owner, if known, shall pay
the fees.

No dog or wolf-hybrid will be released from the pound until it is properly licensed and all charges
paid. Each person claiming a dog or wolf-hybrid from the pound shall pay to the Town of Panton
the sum of $50.00 for the first offense, $100.00 for the second offense and $200.00 for each
offense thereafter to a maximum of $500. In addition to the aforeme ntioned fines, the owner
shall also pay all pound keepers{ charges before the dog is released.

Note: $3.00 of each license fee is forwarded to the State Treasurer for the Rabies Control
Program and to fund the dog, cat, and wolf-hybrid spaying and neutering program for low
income pet owners.

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Rabies in Vermont RABIES ALERT!

Rabies is a fatal viral disease found mainly in wildlife (especially raccoons,
foxes, bats, skunks and woodchucks) but can infect domestic animals and
humans.

Hundreds of cases of animal rabies have been reported throughout Vermont
since 1992 and the outbreak will continue to be a problem for many years.

No one can tell if an animal has rabies by looking at it. Rabid animals may seem )
normal or can be lethargic or aggressive. Usually there is a change in normal -
behavior. Any animal wounded by a wild animal not available for testing

must be regarded as having been exposed to rabies.

Rabies is mainly transmitted by a bite.
However, rare non -bite exposures can occur if wet infectious saliva or nerve tissue contacts a fresh open
wound or the eyes, nose or mouth. Rabies virus is not found in blood, urine, feces or skunk spray.

Prevent rabies by
O avoiding wildlife.
O vaccinating domestic pets and livestock (check with your veterinarian every year).
O knowing who in your community (town health officer or other local official or
neighbor) will help you with an animal problem.

If you think you have found orphaned wildlife, donfttouch them; call the phone numbers below for help, or
contact a game warden (exit VDH)in your area.
If you are bitten by an animal, wash the wound immediately and call your doctor.

Bats

Bats are an important part of our ecosystem but should be appreciate d at a distance. Bats are increasingly
implicated in human rabies cases. A bat found in a room with a sleeping individual or an unattended child or
a bat that has made physical contact with an individual should be tested for rabies.

Domestic Animals

A booster should be considered for a currently vaccinated domestic pet with wounds of unknown origin, and
an unvaccinated domestic pet should be immediately vaccinated and kept under the owner{scontrol and
observation for six months (additional boosters at three and eight weeks should be considered in high risk
situations). For veterinarians, log rabies conversations with owners on the animal’s record.

The local town health officer can require the confinement and observation of an apparent healthy domestic
animal that bites an individual, regardless of vaccination status, for ten days for signs of illness, usually at a
responsible owner’s residence.

The Vermont Department of Health is responsible for the prevention of rabies in humans.

The Department of Health is also responsible for the management of animals that may have exposed
humans, assesses human and animal rabies exposure, coordinates rabies specimen testing and provides
vaccination guide lines.

In 2007, the ACHS Animal Shelter took in 18 animals from the Town of Panton.

» 16 Cats 89%
2 Rodent T1%

Animal owners from Panton relinquished 5 animals (28%) and 13 animals (72%) were picked up in

the Town of Panton and brought to the shelter as strays. The Town of Panton paid ACHS a $150

plus $60 per dog after the first three stray dogs were brought to the shelter. This is a special animal
control contract where aninals are held at the Vergennes Animal Hospital for the first 5 days.

The average time an animal spent at the shelter was 30 days. The cost of sheltering these animals
was $8,550.00 with each animal costing approximately $475.00. Expenses included daily food,
shelter and care; medical evaluations, physical examinations, and appropriate vaccinations.

Of the animals brought to the shelter, 13 (72%) animals were placed with new families, 1 (5.5%)
animal was returned to the owner, 1 (5.5%) animal was euthanized due to illness and 3 (16%) was
still at the shelter at the end of the year.

Animals from the Town of Panton represented 3.4% of the total number of animals taken in by the
shelter. ACHS placed 2 animals (1% of all animals placed by ACHS) with families living in the Town
of Panton.

Other Activities

In addition to operating a shelter, ACHS helped reunite pets with their owners through our lost and
found service, facilitated the process of investigating cruelty and neglect, and educated school
children and the community about pet ownership and animal welfare. ACHS spayed or neutered 461
animals.

2007 ANNUAL REPORT

The Addison County Solid Waste Management District is a union muni cipal district, formed in November 1988 to
cooperatively and comprehensively address the solid waste management interests of its 19 member municipalities:

Addison, Bridport, Cornwall, Ferrisburgh, Goshen, Leicester, Lincoln, Middlebury, Monkton, New Haven, Orwell,
Panton, Ripton, Shoreham, Starksboro, Vergennes, Waltham, Weybridge, and Whiting.

The Digtrict is governed by a Board of Supervisors composed of one representative from each of the 19 member towns.
Anyone interested in serving on the Board of Supervisors is encouraged to contact his or her selectboard to express
interest in the position. Board meetings are open to the public. Locations vary, so contact the District for more
information.

District Transfer Station

The District Transfer Station, located at 1223 Rt. 7 South in Middlebury, is aregional facility owned and operated by the
Digtrict. The Facility handles an average 85 tong/day of Municipal Solid Waste (MSW) and Construction & Demolition

Debris (C&D) and transfers it to out-of-District disposal sites. Other waste materials are collected at the Transfer Station
for reuse, recycling and/or composting. The District HazWaste Center islocated at the Transfer Station, and is open year -

round. TheReuse |t o rshedsaeslso lotatedat the Transfer Station, one for household goods and the other
for building materials. The District officeis co-located at the Transfer Station as well.

2007 Summary of Programs

Education & Outreach

The District contracted with the Association of Vermont R ecyclers (AVR) to sponsor five educational theatre shows and
severa hands-on classroom workshops that covered a range of topics, including recycling, consumerism, hazardous
waste, reduced toxic product use, backyard burning, and composting. We continue to provide blue recycling bins free of
charge to schools, towns, and residents.

We mailed our newsletter, sNews to Reusefl, three times this year, including a specia double issue, to every District

resident. Our office regularly provides information and assistance to both residents and businesses. This year, our
programs were promoted at the Addison County Fair & Field Days and the Dead Creek Wildlife Day event. The District

also hosted several onsite tours of the Transfer Station, an educational experience available to any interested persons or
groups. As with prior years, the District co-sponsored Green-Up Day activities by serving as a liaison and supplier to
town coordinators, and by providing free disposal for Green -Up waste. The District website, www.acswmd.org, provides
details on all of our programs, as well as news, publications, announcements, and links to other informational sites.

Waste Recycling & Diversion

The recycling programs at the District Transfer Station continue to divert large quantit ies of material from disposal. As of
October 2007, we recycled: 47 tons of books, 320 tons of scrap metal, 73 tons of tires (a 5% increase) for beneficial civil
uses, such as roadway / bridge construction and agricultural drainage projects, not for inciner ation as tire-derived fuel
(TDF); 114 tons of TVIS & computers, making our District an electronics recycling leader in the state; 15 tons of
cardboard; 351 large and 81 small lead acid batteries; 3,299 gallons of waste motor oil (a 9% increase) and 2,990 g allons
of ail filters. Freon was removed from 629 appliances, and an additional 970 appliances were checked for mercury
switches and capacitors. We recycled over 30,229 linear feet of mercury -containing fluorescent bulbs. The District
collected mercury dai ry manometers from area farms as part of a grant program with the VT Dept. of Agriculture. The
District participated in the sMow Down Pollutionfl lawnmower exchange program with the Alliance for Climate Action(s

HazWaste Center

Digtrict residents and small businesses have year -round access to the HazWaste Center. Residents can bring their
hazardous waste to the Center on any Tues, Wed, Thurs, and Sat from 8:00 AM " Noon. Small businesses may bring
their materials by appointment.

Composting

The District Transfer Station collected 23 tons of leaf & yard waste through October 2007. The Transfer Station also
accepts residential food waste, at no charge, as part of the food collection pilot project. The District has teamed up with
Casdlla Waste Systems, Inc. and Vermont Natural Ag. Products to divert a large amount of organic material from

landfills by converting it into a useful and marketable soil amendment. Three grocery stores in the District participate in

this collection program, which diverted more than 45 tons of food waste in 2007. Both programs were funded in large
part by a grant from the VT Agency of Natural Resources . We hope to expand this program to include more businesses in
2008.

We continue to sell backyard compost bins and kitchen collectors at a reduced price to all households in the area. The
Transfer Station accepts natural wood waste <6fl for chipping into free mulch for residents. Pallets and clean, untreated,
dimensional lumber are collected as part of this program, providing a less expensive alternative for contractors who wish
to separate and recycle materials instead of landfilling them. We also chip Christmas trees and offer the mulch for free as
part of our annual Merry Mulch Program.

Reuse Centers

In 2007, as part of our ongoing effort to reach the 50% statewide diversion rate, the District launched Reuse It or Lose It!,
anew program to collect and exchange reusable household goods and building materials. All building materials that meet

the criteria for reuse will be accepted free of charge. Larger household goods are subject to a nominal fee. All reusable
materials collected through Reuse It or Lose It! are available to the public at no charge.

ADOPTED 2008 ANNUAL BUDGET

On November 15, 2007, the District adopted its 2008 Annual Budget of $2,764,481. This represents a 1.2% increase over
the approved 2007 Annual Budget. The increase in expendituresis primarily due to vendor cost increases for hauling and
disposal, fuel, and health insurance. We do not anticipate alarge carryover in 2007 net revenues to offset the cost
increases. As aresult, the District Board voted to increase the current tip fee by $2.00/ton (approx. 2%, or 1 cent/ 1b),
from $105/ton to $107/ton at the Transfer Station for MSW and C&D, ef fective Jan. 1, 2008. The District Board also
voted to increase the rate for Clean Wood from $25/ton to $30/ton in 2008. New for 2008, the District will accept small
electronic components (cords, adapters, CDIS, tapes, cassettes, DVDIS, chips, cards, etc.) for recycling, at the rate of
$5/mixed bag.

In the belief that >pay -as-you-throwfl systems promote waste reduction and recycling, the 2008 Annua Budget will be
funded solely by: Transfer Station tipping fees, a per -ton District fee collected on waste destined for disposal, state
grants, equipment sales and donations. There will be no assessments to member towns in 2008.

Provided assistance to member municipalities creating and adopting local regulations to implement the vision of
their municipal plan.
Provided data and mapping products, including abuildout analysis develop ed by ACRPC and C. L. Davisand
Associates, to support on-going municipal planning activities.
Provided technical assistance to municipal officials concerning regulations relating to municipal government.
Represented the region at the District 9 Environmental Commission in the Act 250 process and at the Public Service
Board in hearings on VEL COI[S NRP project.

Educational M eetings and Grants

Hosted an educational workshop series in conjunction with VLCT, presented at the MOM S and TOECS and hosted
monthly public meetings on awide variety of planning topics.
Wrote or provided information and support to communities and organizations to help them secure grant funding.

Emergency Planning
Worked with Addison County[S Emergency Planning Committee and Vermont Emerg ency Management staff to
assist towns with municipal emergency planning efforts, including developing local Rapid Response or Emergency
Operations Plans.
Planned and assisted a series of exercises and workshops designed to increase the capacity of local re sponders.
Conducted geomorphic assessments of local rivers and helped communities incorporate the results into flood and
erosion planning documents.
Worked with VEM to exercise statewide disaster plans.

Transportation Planning

Supported the Addison County Transportation Advisory Committeels work on transportation structures and
prioritiesin the region.

Supported Addison County Transit Resources by providing funding and technical support

Worked with municipalities to produce highway structures inventories of all local roads in the region.
Performed traffic counts and safety inventories on unsignalized intersections for several municipalities.
Assisted Towns with enhancement, park and ride and storm water grants.

Developed Access Management Plans for sever a towns.

Natural Resources Planning
Implemented a program to assess Brownfields within the region.
Continued to support the work of local watershed groups and the Watershed Collaborative.
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Elderly Services/Project Independence

Project Independence is an adult day program for elders providing safe, medically oriented
daytime care that includes:

+ Fun social activities,

» Specialized van transportation to and from home,

« Hot, delicious meals tailored to the dietary needs of our participants,

» Individualized nursing care,

+ Personal care including toileting assistance and hygiene, as well as foot and hair care,

+  Educational programs and entertainment,

+ Coordination with other health care providers and social service agencies, and

+ Daytime respite for family caregivers.

In addition to daytime care services, our staff also provides caregiving education and emotional
support to family members whose elderly relative attends our center. Our monthly Caregiver
Support Group is open to all caregivers and takes place on the third Friday of each month.

Serving Panton and Addison County

In the past year 204 elders from Addison County and nearby towns were served at Project
Independence Adult Day Center, 3 of whom were residents of Panton. Panton residents received
a total of 1,649 hours of care, 591 meals, and approximately 718 van rides. These hours of care
cost the agency $19,788 for direct services to Panton residents.

Elderly Services’ annual operating budget is $1,687,626. Sources of revenue include the
Vermont Department of Aging (3%), after-scholarship client fees (18%), Medicaid programs
(55%), fundraising and town meeting grants (8%), United Way (3%), Veterans Administration
(7%), and Adult Care Food Program (3%). Major areas of expense include nursing/caregiving
within Project Independence Adult Day Care (30%), specialized Alzheimer's Day Care (23%),
adult day care therapeutic activities and nutritious meals (20%), and countywide transportation
(20%).

Addison County Home Health and Hospice was founded in 1968 by a group of Addison
County residents. For the past 39 years we have been providing high quality,
comprehensive community health care services to residents of Addison County. Starting
with 2 part-time nurses and an operating budget of $1 2,000, today the Agency’s budget is
$7.46M and we employ over 190 staff to meet the home care needs of the community.
From 291 visits in our first year, this year we provided 73,770 visits within Addison
County. In FY 07 we provided approximately § 192,000 in free care.

The nature and complexity of home health care has changed greatly and the challenges
have been many. Changing expectations about growing older, advances in technology,
impending staff shortages and reductions in reimbursement are just a few of the
challenges ahead. Through it all, our mission remains the same.

Thanks to the towns we serve and their commitment to that mission, we are able to
continue with our ongoing philosophy of providing care to all clients regardless of their
ability to pay. We are available to address the needs of our patients 24 hours a day, seven
days a week, 365 days a year.
